This “Accountability Contract” is designed to help young people grow in their faith and mature
by being held accountable in promoting spiritual growth.

The young person, if they choose to take part, will be put with a Mentor who will meet with
them on a weekly basis, to share together and be encouraged.

Who will the Mentor be? A mature person of the same gender that they are comfortable with.

What time will they meet? This depends on the agreed time between the mentor and the
young person.

What will happen during this time? The Mentor and the young person will share from their
week’s experiences as well as what they have learned from their Bible reading, quiet time, and
from last week’s sermon etc.

Where will the meeting take place? This could be at the young person’s place, or at church, or
at a suitable place.

Will the young people meet together? Yes, all those who are mentored will meet together
once every two months as a group with their mentors. This will help the group put in practice
what they learn. They may go to the restaurant, or to the beach, 10 Pin Bowling or the movies, or
for a picnic. This will be at no cost to those being mentored.

What are the aims of this contract? This contract is designed to help young people do what
they know is right, but find difficult on their own. Such things as having a quiet time, praying for
others, thinking about the implications of bible reading, sermon etc.

What is expected of those who are mentored? To do your best to read your Bible daily, to
pray for yourself and others, to help others in a practical manner by using the gifts God has

given you and to do your best to grow in the faith by taking every opportunity in hearing God’s
word, and setting an example to others.
